Procedure for Re-accreditation of Core Training Post in Neurology

· The process should take place at a maximum of every five years.

· Re-accreditation be given for a maximum of five years.

· The application for re-accreditation of a Training Post in Neurology form should be completed.

· The Head of Unit will be required to indicate on the application form if there have been any changes in resources previously listed on the former application.

· The application for re-accreditation will be assessed by the chairman or designate of the Core Training Committee and two other members of the Core Training Committee, one from the state applying for re-accreditation and one other. 

· The report will be considered by the full Core Training Committee.  A recommendation will be made to the Council of the Australian Association of Neurologists regarding re-accreditation.

· If there is any doubt as to whether re-accreditation should be given, the Core Training Committee may recommend to the Council of the Australian Association of Neurologists, a site visit be undertaken.
